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C: HALAKHAH 


Oral Torah revealed to Moses- means “the path” of Jewish life- and contains ways to apply the commandments found in the Torah





B: TALMUD


Big book of Jewish civil and religious laws and ethical teachings, second in importance to the Tanakh


Contains interpretations of the Torah made by Jewish rabbis between the 1st and 5th centuries 


To understand the Talmud, one must go back to the Pharisees and the beginning of Rabbinic Judaism in the 1st century CE 





PARTS OF THE TANAKH: THE WRITINGS


Also written during the period of exile and are known as wisdom books, containing sayings or proverbs that reveal ways of living Jewish life


Contains Psalms, Proverbs, Job, Song of Solomon, Ruth, Lamentations, Ecclesiastes, Esther, Daniel, Ezra-Nehemiah, 1 Chronicles, 2 Chronicles

Most were written after 586 BCE during the time that the Jewish people were in exile


It was important that the faithful be reminded of their covenant with God, encouraged to practice justice, and to be mindful


Contains Joshua, Judges, 1 Samuel, 2 Samuel, 1 Kings, 2 Kings, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel
