Your entry must be a minimum of 1 pg double spaced typed. If you are writing it by hand it must be 1.5 pg double spaced. Do not forget to write in paragraph form!

OR

Create a comic strip to show what life was like for a Jew living in a concentration camp. It would be best to have 6-8 squares with small captions at the bottom to explain what is going on

OR

Create a PowerPoint (if you have a computer you can bring to class) which shows what the Holocaust was, and the effects that it had on the Jews 

OR

Create an anti-discrimination poster which has a powerful message for the youth of today- to treat everyone equally, no matter their race, religion, beliefs, etc….
